4. GENERAL INSTRUCTIONS 

− Any costs due to extra services or accommodation must be paid fully by individual player 

to the Tournament Organizing Committee prior to departure. 

− All players and officials must cover their own personal insurance. Competitors enter and 

play in the Championship at their own risk.   

− Neither the ESF, SQV or host venue accept any responsibility for injury arising from 

participation in the Championship. 

− The ESF and Host Nation reserve the right to implement compulsory dope testing for any 

players participating in the Championship. 

− There shall be no doping before or during play in any competition under ESF rules.

− Any player refusing to undergo doping control and any person found guilty of doping will 

be dealt with by the ESF, which shall take disciplinary action in accordance with its 

constitutions/regulations. 

− All participants are required to wear protective eye guards throughout the 

Championships in accordance with European Tournament Regulations. 

− Age requirements shall be defined as under 19 years as at the final scheduled day of the 

Championship event. 

− All matches will be played ‘best of five’ according to the WSF rules of squash, with the 

PAR 11 scoring system. 

− The official Championship ball is Dunlop Pro XX. 

− We expect that each one of you will behave as perfect ambassadors for your country. 

The Organizing Committee will not tolerate any misconduct. All cases of misconduct will 

be immediately handled by the Organizing Committee and action will be taken such as 

being removed from the Tournament. 

− By entering the Tournament you agree with the above regulations. 

 

5.   SPORT VLAANDEREN HOTEL 

− You are not allowed to smoke in the hotel.  

− This hotel is basic standard. There is no tv in the room, but there is one in the 

recreational room. There is no daily cleaning and there are no towels, so bring your own 

towels.  

− Because there are other athletes staying in this hotel, it is strictly forbidden to make 

noise after 22.00. We kindly ask you to respect this. If there are any complaints it could 

be possible that you will be excluded from the tournament. 

− Breakfast is at 8 o’clock. 

− On your departure day at 10 o’clock everyone has to leave the room. 

− When leaving your room, empty your dustbin in the dustbin of the hallway and leave 

your blankets in the appointed laundry basket on the hallway. Thank you! 

− Please bring back your key to the tournament office. 



 

6. REFEREEING 

The Tournament Referee Philippe Gebreurs expects that you will support his team of 

officials throughout the tournament. Both players will be expected to referee the following 

match on the same court. The loser will always be the marker and the winner will always be 

the referee. Please help the matches to run on time by reporting to the tournament desk 

immediately after your completed match to receive the referee papers for the following 

match. 

 

7. PLAYERS ELIGIBILITY / ACCREDITATION 

Players may be required to present their passport to the Tournament Desk, prior to play.

Check in: players need to check in at the tournament office. All costs have to be paid for 

before the start of their first match. NO PAY = NO PLAY. 

 

9. MEALS 

− Breakfast will be served in your hotel. 

− The tournament package will start from Friday lunch on. Lunch and dinner will be served 

in the auditorium of the Flemish Squash Centre. Lunch is available from 11.00 till 15.00 

and dinner from 18.00 till 22.00. Please respect the following things: 

− Please respect the opening hours of the restaurant to have your meal. 

− Clear your table after your meal. 

− It is not allowed to take food or drinks from the restaurant.   

− Every player receives a bracelet at the tournament office. You need this for 

your meals. If you lose this, you will need to pay for a new bracelet. If it gets 

broken, bring the broken one to the tournament office and we will give you a 

new one.   



 

10. FOOD & BEVERAGES 

Meals of the package will be served in the auditorium of The Flemish Squash Centre. Snacks 

and drinks are available at the courts. There is a BarRr-sportsbar located in the Centre where 

you also can have meals and drinks. All food and drinks ordered at the bar are to be paid for 

immediately. Please respect this request. 

 

11. CHANGING ROOMS 

We have done our best to keep the changing room allocation consistent throughout the 

weekend, although there are some small changes on Friday. 

The following changing rooms will be available for squash players: 

• Friday: Changing rooms 3, 4, 6, and 9 

• Saturday & Sunday: Changing rooms 3, 4, 7, and 8 

Please note that the organizing team will post a daily notice on the doors indicating which 

changing rooms are for girls and boys. Information will also be displayed on the screens in 

the hallway, so make sure to check the signs and screens each day to use the correct 

changing room. 

 

12. TRANSPORT 

Pick up from Herentals train station will start on 30/10 as from 09.00 am and drop off until 

2/11 17.00 pm. There will be a regular bus service between hotel and venue. See bus 

schedule. The times on the schedule are departing times.  

 

13. MEDICAL ASSISTANCE 

A physiotherapist, Patrick Hermans, will be available on site during the following hours: 

• Friday: 13:00 – 18:00 

• Saturday: 13:00 – 18:00 

• Sunday: 10:00 – 13:00 

Players who require physiotherapy or medical attention can book a 20-minute time slot at 

the Tournament Desk. Please note that the physiotherapy service is intended for injury 

treatment and assessment related to play during the event. 



14.     STRINGING SERVICE 

A stringing service will be available on Friday and Saturday afternoon for players who need 

their racket restrung. For more information, please contact the Tournament Desk. 

 

15. DEPARTURE 

Drop off service is until 02/11 17.00 pm at Herentals train station for players with package. 

Players / managers should ensure that all outstanding charges have been cleared with the 

hotel and the organizing committee prior to their departure. 

 

16. DOPE TESTING 

All players should be aware that a random dope testing by the Flemish government could 

occur during the tournament.

the website after the tournament. 

 

19.   TRAVELLING DETAILS 

Train to Herentals station 

Participants traveling by train from Brussels Airport to Herentals can check the most 

convenient travel options on the official Belgian Rail website. Enter ‘From: Brussels Airport’ 

and ‘To: Herentals’. 

Trains to Herentals depart every 41 minutes past the hour, with a travel time of 

approximately 55 minutes, including one transfer in Mechelen. 

 

Taxi from Brussels Airport 

For those who prefer a direct transfer, taxis are available from Brussels Airport to Herentals 

or directly to your hotel.
